3. Entry Fees 

FCC Gliding 2008 entry fee for each competitor is 155€ and it covers all operational costs during the contest except aero-tows and ICAO charts of the competition airspace. (NOTE: aero tows and charts are not included in the entry fee and will be available for sale in the competition office upon your arrival).

Aero-tow fee is 18€ for Club class gliders, 18€ for remaining class gliders. Organizer requires paying 5 aero-tows/airport usage fees in advance. These deposit fees if unused will be refunded in full.

Aero-tow from airfield:

3€ / minute

Each registered FCC Gliding 2008 competition member will get a package of 90€ value consisted of: jacket, vest, t-shirt, sunglasses, belt, pen set and more...
4. Number of Entries 

The number of entries during FCC Gliding 2008 in each class is not limited. Number of competing glider planes in all classes is limited to a maximum of 100. If there is an exceeding of entry max number, the organiser reserves the right to reduce the number of entries by using the selection criteria in following priority order: 

1. Members of the national teams; 

2. The pilot's actual IGC Ranking List position

3. The day of entry fee payment

5. Competing Pilots

Pilot competing at FCC Gliding 2008 must be a citizen or resident of one of the NACs countries and must satisfy the conditions of the FAI Sporting Code, General Section 3.7 on citizenship and representation and shall fulfill these requirements: 

• Hold a gold badge, or, hold a silver badge and have competed in at least one National Championship; 

• Have flown at least 250 hours as a pilot in command, of which at least 100 hours must be in gliders; 

• Hold an FAI Sporting Licence with a current FAI stamp; 

• Hold a Pilot Licence or equivalent document issued or validated by the authorities of the country in which the sailplane is registered, or of the country where the FCC Gliding takes place – Slovak Civil Aviation http://www.caa.sk 

• Acknowledge and understand the FAI Sporting Codes and the Rules and Procedures issued for the event. 

6. Competition Classes 

FCC Gliding 2008 will be held in the following classes as described in the main body of Section 3 of the FAI Sporting Code, Chapter 7: 

· Club Class (IGC index list 2008 will be used. Index range is 96 - 109. Sailplane with index less than 96 will be scored with handicap 96) 

· Combi Class 

· Standard Class (DAeC 2008 index list will be used)

· 15 m Class (DAeC 2008 index list will be used) 

· 18 m Class (DAeC 2008 index list will be used) 

· Open class (DAeC 2008 index list will be used) 

If any class does not have at least ten participants on the first competition day, the pilots will be moved and scored together with other suitable class.

7. Weight Limits 

· Club Class – Maximum take-off mass must not exceed the maximum certified mass of the sailplane without water ballast. 

· Standard Class – Maximum take-off mass of the sailplane will not exceed 525 kg or the maximum certified take-off mass. 

· 15m Class -Maximum take-off mass of the sailplane will not exceed 570 kg or the maximum certified take-off mass. 

· 18 m Class – Maximum take-off mass of the sailplane will not exceed 750 kg or the maximum certified take-off mass.

· Open Class – Maximum take-off mass of the sailplane will not exceed 850 kg or the maximum certified take-off mass.

8. Training 

The organiser offers a possibility to have extra training in period from April 17th to April 18th, 2008. During this period aero-tow services will be available. The airport will be open for other training purposes at any time before or after the contest upon the individual agreement with the organiser.

Best junior will receive 155€. Pilot who will finish at 15th place will get 450€ and also pilot at 25th place will get 450€ prize.

10. Task Winners Awards

There are the following financial awards for the winners of each daily task in each class when competition launch and valid start of competitors are performed:

Some out-of-competition achievements will also be awarded 60€ every day. The winner of a randomly chosen discipline will receive a cash price at the daily briefing. Example of out-of-competition disciplines:

1. Most aero-tows
2. Most kilometres driven with the transport vehicle
3. Highest climb-rate
4. Best average speed in club class
5. Best average speed in combi class
6. First landing outside of Slovakia 
and others

11. Competition area and Contest Procedures


The competition area is still under negotiation and we will let you know more information in the near future. Our aim is to obtain the area with access to Hungarian, Czech and Polish airspace. The maximum altitude will be generally 8000 ft and 9000 ft over the mountains. Only in few areas, especially under some TMAs, there will be lower altitude limit. Max altitude in feet and meters will be given for all airspaces corrected according to QNH of the day and will be mentioned on the task sheet together with the other daily task data. 

Local procedures 

As soon as the Local Procedures are finalized we will make them available on the official web pages. 

Turn points 

Official turn point list in all main format will be available on our website just after the Local Procedures will be published. 

Scoring Software

The official scoring software is Naviter See You Competition (www.naviter.si). 

Contest Numbers 

The rules concerning the visibility of contest numbers will be strictly observed. If two contest numbers are identical or easily confused (e.g. "India, India" and "one, one") the competitors will be asked to change it based on their agreement. 

Flight Documentation 

Flight can be recorded by GNSS only. All flight recorders, which have received IGC approval for championships by March 31st, 2008, will be admitted. This applies to both, primary and spare flight recorders. Please note that valid GNSS FR calibration certificate not older than 24 months for primary and secondary GNSS FRs may be required.

Licence Validation

Pilots who fly in their countries with a non ICAO gliding licence might required the validation by the Slovak Authorities. All relevant information and items to be collected are mentioned at http://www.caa.sk
12. General Information


Insurance 

Competitors’ and all crew members’ attention is drawn to the FAI Sporting Code Annex A to Section 3, part 3.6, paragraphs 3.6.1 to 3.6.3 inclusive. 

3.6.1. Third Party Insurance is the responsibility of the entering NAC. 

Third Party Liability insurance cover to include competition flying to a value of either the EU legal requirement or the insurance requirement set by the governing body of the sailplane’s country of registration, whichever is the greater, is required for each participating glider. 

EU insurance requirements from May 1st, 2005 are summarised as follows: 

• Gliders with certified MTOM up to 499kg - EUR 1 000 000 

• Gliders with certified MTOM from 500 up to 1000kg - EUR 2 000 000 

3.6.2. Personal medical insurance is required for all crew members covering accidents and sickness, including any local hospital costs and the costs of transport back to the crew member’s home country. 

Crew members should ensure they take out suitable personal medical insurance. In particular, pilots should ensure that their cover will extend to accidents and injuries sustained whilst gliding. Documentary proof of insurance shall be made available to the Organisers in Slovak or English.  
 Accommodation 

There is a site for your tent, caravan, motor home and a camping fee is 5€ per person per day and covers training and contest period from April 19th to April 30th 2008. The organiser is also able to offer some simple accommodation at the airport. The rooms and bungalows are not equiped by any showers and toilets. The toilets and showers are available at the site in the main building and in the camping area. Other accommodation possibilities at the airport are:
